President’s Report 
· Announcement from College of Applied Studies, Dean Friend (slides 10-13)
· Provided additional information and context for the proposal to change the name of the College of Applied Studies (CAS) to College of Education.
· Clarification that all programs currently in CAS will remain in the new College of Education.
· Update on KBOR and WSU Workload Policies (slides 15-17)
· WSU workload policy – additional clarifications 
· Do not believe our policy will need approved by KBOR, but should be aligned with KBOR.
· Goal is to bring a draft policy to Faculty Senate (FS) by early spring 2026 and to General Faculty meeting in April 2026. 
· In KBOR’s draft, WSU is “high research”.
· Flexibility will be built into the policy.
· Notes from the prior workload taskforce (TF) will be sent to the Faculty Affairs chair for consideration. 

· 90 CH Baccalaureate Degree – additional clarifications 
· KSU presented a proposal for a new 90-hour degree.
· Per KBOR, gen ed requirements would remain largely intact.
· Does not affect current programs.
· Any new proposals will be to fill specific degree/field needs.
· KBOR is launching a TF to study the idea.
· Several Senators voiced opposition.
· Additional context is that HLC is looking at the feasibility of 90 CH baccalaureate degrees and the idea is also industry-driven.
· Social Media Policy
· Current KBOR policy is from 2014.
· Recommendation from Senator Castro to develop a procedure to guide how reports of social media posts are handled in relation to calls for termination and/or sanctions to the faculty member.
· Tuition Assistance 
· Context – this is the proposal presented by the CoFSPs last year for inter-collegiate tuition assistance. No major action, still being considered. 
· Rumors and Other Updates – Additional Clarifications
· Salary data will be shared with FS as it is made available to the FS Executive Committee by Provost Lounsbery. 
· Primary goal is to save costs where possible so that savings can be directed towards salary increases.
