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F-2 Enrollment Agreement





I have been informed by a Designated School Official in the Office of International Education at Wichita State University that as an F-2 status holder, I may enroll part-time in any academic program but I am not allowed to take a full course of study in accordance with immigration regulations at 8 CFR 214.2(f)(15)(ii). 

· For Intensive English Language Center study, this means I may not receive more than 18 hours per week of classroom instruction or be on the class list as a full-time student (1.0).  This limit includes online and audited courses, as well as concurrent enrollment at other institutions.

· For undergraduate students, this means I may not enroll in more than 11 credit hours during a fall or spring semester and 5 credit hours during a summer term. This limit includes online and audited courses, as well as concurrent enrollment at other institutions.

· For graduate students, this means I may not enroll in more than 8 credit hours during a fall or spring semester and 5 credit hours during a summer term.  This limit includes online and audited courses, as well as concurrent enrollment at other institutions.

Also, I understand that F-2 status holders are not allowed to hold any type of employment.  

In the future, if I decide that would like to be a full-time student, I will need to be approved by USCIS for a change of status to F-1 or depart the U.S. and make a new entry in F-1 status.
