Students produce their own newspapers, video broadcasts and web
sites, and learn to work together in a professional setting to express their unique views.

Prepares high school students for college programs that lead to careers in math and science. Services
include intensive instruction in math and science, including hands-on experience; opportunities to
learn from mathematicians and scientists; and a summer instructional component.
